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COALITION FOR PROMOTION AND PROTECTION OF HUMAN RIGHTS 

Founding, Mission, Vision, Values, of Coalition
Coalition for promotion and protection of human rights is an association of non-profit, non-governmental organizations that act in realizing and advancement of human rights, democracy and the rule of law in the Republic of Croatia. The Coalition overlooks and monitors the consistency in implementing laws and their harmonization with international standards; educates and raises awareness on the importance of respect for human rights, and; advocates the enhancement of the status of the civil society organizations that deal with human rights and democratization.

The Coalition was registered with the competent ministry on March 27, 2000 as a legal entity with its headquarters in Osijek, with the financial and technical assistance from the American Development Foundation, and with support from the USAID. Since 2005, the Coalition gathers nine non-governmental organizations that operate in distinct areas of Croatia, and have so far proven themselves in promoting and protecting human rights.
Croatia is democratically and plural developed society in which are fully exercised human and civil rights and where are respected different political, economic, social and cultural interests of all its citizens. Mission of Coalition is to monitor and consistently supervise the application of legislation and theirs coherence with international accepted standards, educates and making public more sensible on importance of respecting human rights as well as advocating an improvement of status of civil rights organizations which are involved in human rights and democratization of societies.

Values and principles of activity are: Fundamental rights and freedoms, Equality before the law for all citizens, Rule of law Gender / sex equality (equal possibilities for men and woman in public, political and economical life), Active citizenship (or participative democracy), Multiculturality and nondiscrimination on ethnic, cultural, lingual and religious foundations.
In short on members and their activities
Members of Coalition are nine non profit non governmental and non party organizations from different parts of Croatia, but with different areas of activities within the promotion and protection of human rights frame:

· Center for Civil Initiative was founded in Poreč 1992 and from 1997 is autonomous. Within the Program for promotion and protection of human rights are particularly focused on woman rights, monitoring the national strategy of gender equality and monitoring the implementation of National minority law.
· Center for peace, nonviolence and human rights Osijek is organization of citizens founded in 1992, with activities focused on building peace, protection and promoting of human rights and liberties, and promoting creative methods of resolving conflicts on individual, group and political level.   
· Centre for Peace, Legal Advice and Psychosocial Assistance was founded 1st of August 1996 in Vukovar, with goal to tender poverty, suffer and stress of the people in the eastern Slavonija, Baranja and Western Srijem, regardless their national, religious, political or any other determination, and through activities of free legal assistance, in formations and support to local population, refugees and displaced persons.
· Dalmatian Solidarity Committee is nonpartisan, nonprofit, multiethnic, non governmental organization funded and registered in Split, Croatia in 1992. DOS deals with the promotion and protection of human rights by providing free legal services to individuals and groups in the Republic of Croatia, regardless of their nationality, religion, gender, political orientation or other belongings. From the beginning, DOS is committed to development of democratic society and strengthening of the rule of law.

· HOMO – The Association for the development of civil freedoms Pula contributes to the protection and promotion of human rights through assisting refugees from Lika to return, realizing the reconstruction program and overseeing the integration of returnees into rural areas.
· Organization for Civil Initiatives, OCI Osijek is strategically focused around the issue of community development through cooperation of local administration with the civil initiatives through technical and financial support in areas where citizen participate in decision-making, sector or inter sector   cooperation, cross border and regional cooperation and human rights.   
· Committee for Human Rights Karlovac, autonomous is form 1998 although is founded in 1993, is active in the program of promotion and protection of human rights through providing free legal advice and promoting European values against racism and xenophobia. It is a non-governmental organization active in the promotion and protection of human rights regardless of their ethnic, religious, sexual or any other affiliation.
· Serbian Democratic Forum (SDF)was founded on December 8th  1991, and it is active through offices within and outside of Croatia, with goal of developing civil society, protection and promotion of human rights and national minority rights, and strengthening local communities through legal, educational and economic programs. 
· Association for peace and human rights “Baranja”, Bilje, founded in 1994, is active in the areas of reconciliation amongst the population divided by war, enhancing the quality of communication, promotion and protection of human rights, promoting the culture of peace and tolerance, as well as spreading the network of civil initiatives through offering legal advices and analyze of current legislation.

MEMEBRS FIVE YEAR REOPRT 
Center for Civil Initiative, Poreč
Center for Civil Initiative was founded in Poreč 1992 as a branch of Civil committee for human rights and from 1997 is autonomous. CCI mission is to empower local democracy and pluralist. Multicultural society, promotion and protection of human rights particularly focused on woman rights, monitoring the national strategy of gender equality and monitoring the implementation of National minority law. The goals of Center are: Promotion of human and civil rights and freedoms especially specific woman rights; encouraging self organization of citizens in development of autonomous civil society, and starting civil initiatives for participating in forming the community; providing direct help and support in achieving right to difference, life without violence and right to choice.
Center is active i Istria region, and wider, acting on awareness of public (round tables, seminars, workshops, campaigns, brochures, books, bulletins, movies), supporting victims of human rights violations, public advocating woman rights and expanding networks for institutional support for woman, empowering institutional support for development for civil society, and analyses of current and proposing new laws or alterations of the law.

Projects of Center for civil initiative, Poreč in 2007:
· „Creation of network cooperation for woman victims of domestic violence support” is project supported from National foundation for civil society development and Istrian local government with amount of 100.000,00 KN. The goal of the project is to increase understanding for needs of woman who are victims of domestic violence, as well as building cooperation of government institutions, institutions and Safe house for better support to woman as victims of family violence.
· “Building cooperation of NGO and Council for development of civil society in Istra” is initiated for bigger influence of civil society in Istra on decision makers in local government bodies. Activities are focused on bodies of local government, organizations and co ordinations of organizations for stronger participation i decision making process.
Most important Centers projects in last 5 years:

· Building capacities city committees for gender equality in Istra (2004) is a project who has supplemented the implementation of National policy for promoting gender equality, within during 2005/6 were founded regional committees for gender equality. With financial support of European Commission, Kvinna till Kvinna from Sweden and Istra region in values of 70.000 KN, four weekend workshops were held for members of committee, committee’s campaign for larger participation of woman in decision making government bodies was supported (“Without woman it can’t”),a and promo materials were send to members of Woman network Croatia and committees for gender equality.
· Istrian safe house is a project which CSI organized and implemented with goals of creating support network for woman who are victims of domestic violence, through philological help, legal guidance, and accommodation in safe environment.
Center for Peace, Nonviolence and Human Rights, Osijek 
Center for Peace, Nonviolence and Human Rights Osijek is a civil association founded in 1992 with activities of its members is aimed at peace-building protection and promotion of human rights and freedoms, as well as promoting conflict-management on an individual, group and political level. Centers vision is a society of sustainability peace, and mission is to develop society based on culture of peace. Mission is implemented through strengthening individuals, initiatives and civil society organizations for participating in positive social change that is in building and consolidation of civil society itself as well as the legal system. The values organization promotes are respecting the differences, humanity, tolerance, pluralism, human rights, personal accountability, pacifism, gender equality and nonviolence.
This organization is active through five basic programs of it’s work: human rights; Community reconstruction; Culture of Nonviolence; development of civil society and education program. Through Human rights program following activities are implemented: (1) legal assistance and guidance; (2) Facing history; (3) Monitoring trial on war crimes; (4) Campaign against xenophobia and discrimination. 
Projects of Center for Peace, Nonviolence and Human Rights for period 2003-2007
· Legal assistance and guidance is a project of offering legal help and advice to social challenged citizens of Croatia. Donora of project are UNHCR and EU Commission (EIDHR; CARDS 2004). In 2005 620.394,30 HRK was spent within the project, and in 2006 683.627,00 HRK. Till now it has been offered over 37.000 legal advices with this project.

· Monitoring war crimes trial for period 2004-2007 was financed by EU Commission, OSCE, and participation in Regional monitoring war crime trials Foundation for humanitarian law form Republic of Serbia. Project is based on systematical monitoring, reporting and analyzing trials for war crimes in Croatia and region. Form monitoring trials in 2005 was ensured 484.307,92 HRK, while the amount in 2006 was 608.208,57 HRK.
· Confronting with the past is a Centers program for which are fund ensured by Institute for open society Croatia, Quakers Peace and Service Great Britain and US embassy in Croatia. Within this program Center for Peace, Nonviolence and Human Rights, enter for peace studies, Civil rights committee and Croatian Helsinki Committee have founded DOCUMENTA – Center for confronting history. As associate organization Center submitted data base into DOCUMENTS data base on areas of transition justice, reports from war crime trials and fact based documentation.

· Building bridges toward peace and trust – through education on non-violence for members of churches and religious communities is project within Culture on non-violence and democracy program, which was implemented in Croatia, Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Macedonia, Serbia and Montenegro for period 2002-2006. The goal of project was empowering for non-violent action, linkage and cooperation of church and religious associations’ members which are involved in same matters. Founding was ensured by Conference of European churches from Switzerland (2005. – 377.662,05 HRK; 2006. – 369.426,47 HRK).
· Volunteers in building peace and community for purpose have laid foundations for peaceful function of volunteers through achieving/determining/upgrading motivation, insight, knowledge and basic skills needed for community work. Project started in 2001 and in 2006 and 2007 it has been upgraded with project Developing volunteerism  in Slavonija and Baranja in cooperation with PRONI Center for social studies and Ecology organization Zeleni Osijek, and with financial support form AED(Academy for Educational Development) and USAID-a (US Agency for International Development).
Center for Peace, Legal Advice and Psycho-Social Assistance, Vukovar 
The Center for Peace, Legal Advice and Psychosocial Assistance is local nongovernmental, non-political, non-partisan, non-for-profit humanitarian civil association, which acts on the protection and promotion of human rights, democracy development and development of interethnic relations.

The Center was founded on August 01, 1996 with the support of the humanitarian organization “OXFAM” from Oxford, Great Britain, and was registered as a civil association with the General Administration’s Office in Vukovar on January 16, 1998. 
The Center was registered in the Association’s Register of the Republic of Croatia on September 10, 2002. 
The Center is active on the territory of the Republic of Croatia. 
The office of the Center is based in the city of Vukovar, Fra. Antuna Tomaševića Street 32.

The aim of the Center 
The aim of the Center is building and development of democratic society and sustainable development through:

· development of human freedoms, 

· protection and development of human rights, 

· building the culture of peace and nonviolence as a life’s quality, 

· development of interethnic, inter-religious and inter-cultural tolerance and cooperation, 

· development of safety feeling and feeling of membership, self-estimation and respect of the others, etc. 

Basic activities of the Center are:

· provision of  free legal advices, 

· reporting and analyzing the state and violations of human rights, 

· provision of  informative and technical support to the citizens, civil initiatives and initiatives for the economic development, 

· conducting public campaigns and advocacy, 

· monitoring the work of the Courts and bodies of the State Administration, 

· organization of  conferences, seminars, trainings, workshops, round tables and public discussions, 

· cooperation with the relevant government and nongovernmental organizations in Croatia, and international nongovernmental organizations and international organizations.

Dalmatian solidarity committee Split 

Dalmatian solidarity committee was founded 1992 in Split with vision of creating prosperous democratic civil society integrated in European Union. Mission of Committee is Promotion and protection of human rights, economic development of community and providing of social support/services to individuals and groups regardless of their nationality, religion, gender or any other belongings, though contributing to development of democracy, economy, legal and social state.
The Committee operates in the area of Dalmatia and Lika through its legal offices in Split, Knin, Gračac, Benkovac, Donji Lapac. There are active through: protection of civil rights and freedoms that are warranted by the Constitution of Croatia; establishing and building institutions of civil society; advocating freedom of media; decrement of consequences of war by offering help to handicapped and other casualties of war and pshyosocial help and education; and through humanitarian activities for helping needed individuals and groups, and victims of violence. 
DSC projects in 2007:

· Civil society – anticorruption response is a time frame project from May 1st till February 28th 2008, which was backed up by partnership for social development with the amount of 39.895,10 Kn. Long-term goal of the project is to crate unfriendly environment for corruption in Croatia, and short-term goal is to improve legislative framework in areas of conflict of interest, and empowering non-governmental organizations for long-term fight against corruption in Croatia. Activities which are taking place toward achieving goals are: research of corruption on local and national level in areas of public procurement, awarding concessions and appointing and termination of officials; implementing public advocating campaign for changes in legislation especially in areas of conflict of interests; making analyses of state on corruption and proposition on improving legislation framework as well as measures of monitoring its application; organization of educational seminars and public debates as results of analyses.

· Return of confiscated land in Benkovac – protection of human rights through free legal assistance is a project which lasted from February 1st till September 30th 2007 with financial support from OSCE in the amount of 47.488,00 Kn. The goal of the project was by court representation of beneficiaries help returnees to bring back their illegal possessed agricultural land in the Benkovac area.

· Legal assistance in Dalmatia is a project which is running continuously since 1998 with financial support from Ministry of foreign affairs of Kingdom Norway, Finish embassy and Kingdom of Holland. In 2007 for project were ensured funds in the amount of 791.033,72 Kn. The goal of project is to offer direct legal and informative assistance for 6000 refugees and other vulnerable groups of population. Long-term goal is to improve the process of return and reintegration of refugees in Dalmatia and Lika, through specific activities.

Long-term goal is to improve the process of return and reintegration of refugees in Dalmatia and Lika, through specific activities.  Financial support was provided from Ministry of foreign affairs of Kingdom Norway, Finish embassy and Kingdom of Holland, Swedish Helsinki Committee, Matra, Open society institute Budapest, Serbian democratic forum Beograd, embassy of Great Britain and  Mercy Corps. Overview of spent resources and provided services are in the table for period 2003-2007.

HOMO, Pula

HOMO – The Association for the development of civil freedoms Pula contributes to the protection and promotion of human rights through assisting refugees from Lika to return, realizing the reconstruction program and overseeing the integration of returnees into rural areas. 

HOMO promotes the values of civil society through the direct communication with citizens, organization of public discussions, round tables and debates. 

HOMO is active in making NGOs more visible by disseminating movies, posters and other materials.

Organization for Civil Initiatives, OCI Osijek 
Organization for Civil Initiatives is a organization with head office in Osijek and regional offices in Tenja (osječko-baranjska region) and Drniš (šibenik-knin region). It is active on developing cooperation between local government and self-government with civil initiatives, through financial and technical support to organizations, local civil initiatives and local  government and self-government in areas of participation of citizens in decision making, sector and intersect or cooperation, trans-border and regional cooperation and human rights.
Vision of Organization is a society of active citizens which participate in social development and affect on public policy, while their mission consists of providing support to associations of citizens and local institutions in creating positive social changes.

Projects of Organization for civil initiative during 2007

· With knowledge to work is a project who started in June 2007 on the šibenik-knin region, with aim to increase employment and improve efficiency on labor market this area through stimulations for opening new work places and development of entrepreneurs. The EU amount of 82.874 EUR are directed through activities of education of unemployed) computer schools, foreign language schools, schools on job finding skills), education of future entrepreneurs, guidance and informing unemployed and prevention of exclusion. 
· Give to know – consumer protection is a project implemented in 2007 in the areas of osječko-baranjska, vukovarsko-srijemska and šibensko-kninska region with aim to improve understanding and accepting values and standards of EU through protection of consumers’ rights. Funding has been provided by European Union. ,

· Learning my rights is a project of promoting patient rights which started in July 2007 and it designed with goal to inform and educate citizens of 4 Croatian region on rights which are guaranteed with law on patient protection and on ways of consuming those rights. Project was supported by ministry of health and social welfare.
· Think European, act locally os a project which had its goal to improve understanding process of association and accepting EU values and standards amongst mural population through their informing and education. Project was implemented in Slavonia and Dlamatia during 2007 with support of Ministry of public affairs and European integrations.
Significant project of OCI in period 2003-2006

· OCI’s bookkeeping service is a project which allows organizations of civil society and civil initiatives usage of bookkeeping service, and education on non-profit sector and possibilities of financial funding diversification as well as self-financing. Emplacement period is 2006-2008 from funding provided by Nonprofit Enterprise and self-sustainability Team (NESsT) from Budapest. 
· My local self-government – participation of citizens in local self-government work is a project which during 2006 was supported by OSCE Mission in Croatia and it was implemented in šibenik-knin and Zadar region.
· Different projects of active inclusion of citizens in work of local self-government which took place in period 2004-2006 with financial support form National foundation for development of civil society, US embassy, OSCE Mission in Croatia and Open society Institute, the goal was increase of citizen and civil society organization participation in decision making process on local level.
Committee for Human Rights, Karlovac
The Committee for Human Rights Karlovac was founded in May 1993 in Karlovac, and Since February 1998 we are registered as an autonomous nongovernmental, non-profit and non-factional organization for human rights and humanitarian activities in Karlovac County according to Constitution of Croatia and UN General Declaration on human rights. The goal of Committee is rule of law and empowerment of civil society. As non-governmental organization which is involved on development and achievement of human rights, the Committee monitors the harmonization process of constitutional regulation with international standards, how are Croatian laws harmonized with Constitution and implementation of legislative regulation in practice. Mission of the Committee is to make Karlovac and its region safe, healthy and pleasant community, where would every individual be able to equally develop hers or his potential by using interests and needs of this any future generations. 
Projects of Committee for Human Rights Karlovac in 2007:

· Common future is a project which had his goal in linking majority nation and representatives of minority communities, empowering their bonds with local government and raising the culture life and improves the standards of living in Karlovac region. Funding was provided by National foundation for civil development in the amount of 150.000,00 HRK. Project was implemented through 6 two-days and 2 one-day workshops.
· Democratization of civil society is a project whish if supported by US embassy in the amount of 23.000 USD. The goal of the project is promotion of tolerance and human rights through organizing public stands, press conferences and marking important international dates.

· Monitoring the process of return and state of human rights in Karlovac region is a project which was supported by OSCE Mission in Croatia with the amount of 182.400,00 HRK and Balkan trust for democracy with the amount of 20.000 USD. The goal of the project is to offer legal assistance to individuals, especially to representatives of endangered groups (minorities, returnees, woman, children), and monitoring rights through presence on court trials (as neutral observers).
Most significant projects of the Committee in last 5 years:

· To make literate and running play-groups for roman children in community is realized in cooperation with City library „I. G. Kovačić“ in Krlovac in old bibliobus during 2003-2004
· Children from Orlovac is a project to make literate roman children  through educative workshops which was supported by Institute for Open society during 2005 in cooperation with Woman organization Orlovac in the amount of 20.000EUR

· Woman from roman settlement Orlovac is a project to make literate roman woman and children in 2005 which was supported by Ministry of science, education and sport in the amount of 30.000 HRK

· Monitoring the process of return and condition of human rights in the Karlovac region with financial support from OSCE Mission in Croatia and Balkan Trust Democracy with the amount of 890.000,00 HRK, it consisted of providing legal assistance to individuals, especially to representatives of endangered groups (minorities, returnees, woman, children), and monitoring rights through presence on court trials (as neutral observers).
Serbian Democratic Forum, Zagreb

Serbian democratic forum was founded in 1991 as a coalition of prominent Serbs and Croats with goal of preventing war and finding political solutions of conflict, and from which during the years have founded all other existing organizations and institutions of Serbs in Croatia. Forum is main partner of USAID and UNHCR in realization and reintegration of refugees, and renovation of war affected areas. 

Serbian Democratic forum is currently active through 18 of its offices and 36 employees, in areas of protection of minority rights, additional psycho-social and humanitarian help to endangered groups on Areas of special government care, economical renovation of those areas and media production.
Activities of SDF in 2007
· In segment of protection of human rights SDF offers free legal assistance, cooperates with other non-governmental organizations and monitors the state of human and minority rights. 

· Additional psycho-social and humanitarian aid if provided through guidance, help in house to elders and those who aren’t able, organizing a networks of volunteers and distributing humanitarian aid.

· Economic recovery is stimulated through development of agricultural capacities and entrepreneurs, development of partner relationship with local government, project of education of local government on economical development, making credit conditions more approachable through cooperation with local and state government institutions, promoting European standards of agricultural production and supervising the law on employment of national minorities.   

· Besides those activities Serbian democratic forum have been for the past 12 years publishing monthly magazine “Identity” in circulation of 5000 copies, produces television show “Somebody’s land” which is showed four times in length of 30 minutes on televisions in Croatia, Serbia; Bosnia and Herzegovina and Montenegro. 
Most significant SDF projects in last 5 years

· Social-humanitarian program has been realized with support of UNHCR in 2006 with the amount of 693.000,00 HRK, with goal for improving social inclusion of persons in favorably position. Humanitarian-intervene help has been given to 13o person, and help was mostly based on material means and volunteer contribution and legal and psycho-social help.

·  Implementation of Constitutional law on national minority rights – Right to work is a project with goal to improve level of reintegration Serbian national minority into Croatian society, especially on Areas of special government care. In 2006 project budget was 79.220.00 EUR.

· Project “Developing local economy to sustainable return and reintegration” has been realized in the brodsko-posavska region in 2006 with purpose of development of local economy and promotion of entrepreneur to achieve conditions for sustainable return and reintegration of refugees and displaced persons and to create positive image on return to the war affected areas. 
· Free legal assistance is a program in segment of protection and promotion of human rights which has been realized in whole Croatia. Project is being implemented through different donors and range of actions from early beginnings of Forum, and for period 2003 till end of 2006 from donations of UNHCR and Swedish Helsinki Committee it has been spent over 4 million and 300 thousand HRK.

·  Publishing monthly magazine “Identity” is a project which is going on now for 12 years, and with financial support from National Minority Council, Norwegian embassy, Swedish Helsinki Committee and OSCE, in period 2003-2006 it has been spent over 1,5 million HRK.
· Repatriation and reintegration refugees is a project which has been in period till 2005 with financial support of UNHCR on regions of Northern Dalmatia, Lika, Banija, Kordun, Western Slavonia and City of Zagreb. An activity has included legal assistance, systematic help of field activists and free legal representation of returnees, refugees and social challenged in court. For period 2003 till end of 2005 total amount spent ensured from UNHCR is over 11 million HRK.

Association for Peace and Human Rights Baranja  

Baranja was one of the first non-governmental, non-profit and non-political civil associations in Eastern Croatia founded in 1994. The organization was pre-registered in 1997.

Coalition for promotion and protection of human rights is an alliance of nine non-governmental, non-profit organizations which are involved in establishing and improving human rights, and developing of democracy and rule of law in Croatia. The Coalition was registered with the competent ministry on March 27, 2000 as a legal entity with its headquarters in Osijek, with the financial and technical assistance from the American Development Foundation, and with support from the USAID
Vision of Coalition is democratical and plural developed society in which are fully exercised human and civil rights and where are respected different political, economic, social and cultural interests of all citizens of Croatia. Coalition in regards to its mission monitors and consistently supervise the application of legislation and theirs coherence with international accepted standards, educates and making public more sensible on importance of respecting human rights as well as advocating an improvement of status of civil rights organizations which are involved in human rights and democratization of societies. Values and principles of activity are Fundamental rights and freedoms,  Equality before the law for all citizens, Rule of law, Gender / sex equality (equal possibilities for men and woman in public, political and economical life), Active citizenship (or participative democracy), Multicultural (ethnic, cultural, lingual and religious national minority and ethnic  communities self-awareness without any sort of discrimination and in full equality before the law).

Coalition for promotion and protection of Human rights, as coordination of joint activities, its activities during the period 2003-2007 have been directed towards:
· During 2002/2003, the work of two Municipal Courts (Beli Manastir and Vukovar) was monitored, with a view to improving their functioning. The cooperation with the Courts’ Presidents was established, while these joint efforts of the Coalition and Presidents resulted in enhancing the technical capacity of the Court in Beli Manastir, as well as in providing education for the Court officials in accordance with the ECDL standards. 
· In cooperation with the Ministry of Health and Social Care, a campaign of Informing the Citizens of Republic of Croatia on New Legal Possibilities in Health Care and Health Insurance was launched in 2004.

· Along with the Croatian Helsinki Committee, the Coalition was one of the initiators of the campaign “The Public Right to Know” – Adopting the Law on the Right of Access to Information 

· The Coalition also participated as a partner in implementing the campaign to raising the visibility and transparency of NGOs (“GRAK”). 

· During 2005, the Coalition had initiated the campaign to adopt the Law on Free Legal Service, one of its key initiatives that have continued in the course of the next strategic period. Representatives of the LSC participated in a team set by the Ministry of Justice to draft the Law. A three-year program of “Promotion of European Values – fight against racism and xenophobia on local and state levels” (2005-2007) was started in 2005 by the Coalition.
· In 2005, the Coalition launched a two-year program of Minority Rights in Practice, with a view to strengthening representatives of national minorities in utilizing and improving the existing legal mechanisms in Croatia.

The continuous financial insecurity, the lack of long-term agreements for financing the organizations, that is the overall financial resources for operations and implementation of programs, are the great source of challenge for the Coalition and its member organizations. Although the Republic of Croatia has envisaged the civil society organizations being one of key partners in its National Program for the Promotion and Protection of Human Rights, the Government participates in financing the organizations active in the area of human rights and democratization with a only a small part of financial resources. Out of the total financial resources of the Coalition intended for implementation of common activities, about 50 % still come from international donors. The member organizations on the other hand receive 35 % of its financial resources from state institutions to the maximum, whereas 65 % still comes from international development agencies and foreign embassies. The Coalition sets its goal at changing this adverse status in the course of the following strategic period.
Revision of Strategic plan for period 2006-2009 goals have determined basic fundamental goals and guidelines of present work of coalition for Promotion and Protection of human rights and its members.
